The plan for a corn exhibit at the
Paris exposition is receiving a good deai
of attention on the New York produce
exchange, where the designs for the |
“corn palace” to be shown at the exposi-
tion have been displayed for some days.
The supervision of the exhibit will be
under the control of the agricultural de-
partment of the American commission,
nlthough it is expected to raise the $25,-
000 estimated to be needed to meet the ex-

The exhibit will include a pavilion, the |
roof, columns and chimney of which will
be built of the cern fodder, and the in-
terior and exterior will be covered with
the corn stalk and ear.

A DESERVED REBUKE.

In the course of the debate on the gen-
eral tax bill recently passed by Congress,
Brig. Gen. Wheeler got himself into the
clutches of Congressman Allen, who
handled him very neatly and appropri-
ately. The Detroit Tribune gave the fol-
lowing account of the passage-at-arms:

In the course of the debate to-day Wheeler
of Alabama, the noted ex-confederate cavalry
leader, tried to tack on an amendment pro-
viding that the money refunded to the
several states should be paid to the volunteer
soldiers who enlisted in the three months’
service. His purpose was obvious, and Mr,
Allen of Michizan combed down the briga-
dier in a five minutes speech.

“In reply to the gentleman from Alabama,”
said Mr. Allen, “1 wish to say that the states
do not propose to pay pensions. The war
was for the preservation of the union; and
the United States government does now, and
always will, assume responsibility for such
payment. Thesoldiers of 1861-5 will not ask
that Michigan pays §500,000 to one class of sol-
diers while New York pays $5,000,000 to the
same class. The soldiers of 1861 will not ask
to be thus discriminated In favor of as my
friend from Alabama presumes. To be sure,
those who enlisted first are entitled to the
rull record of praise; and they, the vanguard
of the new army, have become the heroic
men that my friend pictures. Butl by con-
trast what shall we say of the men who left
the old army at the same timeand went upon
the other side.”

“I will inform the gentleman from Michi-
gan that I left before any proclamation, be-
fore any war, and before any possibility of
any war,” said Wheeler,

“My friend from Alabama misapprehends
me,” replied Mr. Allen. “I thought he was
stating a grand truth when he said that those
men who joined the new army were entitled
to a record of immortal praise for it, and I
simply put over against that truth the inter-
rogatory as to what we should say of the men
who left the old army at the same time. I
meant no offense, When the government
of the United States assessed this money
against the states those that were loyal pald
it, and there was full authority for ordering
them to pay it. The people of South Caro-
lina, and the people of Alabama were just as
much obliged to pay it, but failed o do any-
thing of the kind; and now, not having paid
their share, we are in favor of equalizing this
matter by refunding to the states that did.
Is there notequity in this? Is this not just?
Mr. Chairman, people sometimes wonder why
it Is that the north was solld at the last elec-
tion. I will say to my good friend from Ala-
bama and to my other good friend from Ala-
bama, Mr, Oates, that one of the prime rea-
sons why the north is solid is that she is
afraid of such leaders as they are. Letthe
youpg south, let the new south, let the men
who are not battle scarred from their ser-
vices to the rebellion, let them come up here
to represent the south, and we shall not have
a solid north, but as long as you say to us
every time we propose to have pensions for
our soldiers that we must raise the money by
an income tax or do something else that is
unjust or unfair, iust so long we shall distrust
you and just so long we shall vote you down,”

Mr. Allen commanded the attention of the
entire honse and his speech was roundly
applauded.

THE UNIVERSITY OF LIFE.

Some Conyentional Ideas of Education—
A Broader View of Ra-
tional Culture.

There is a natural and perfectly just
perjudice against those iconoclasts in
any department of the world’s activity
who set about demolishing ancient in-
stitutions, or who busy themselves in
sweeping away what they call “the cob-
webs of worn out ideas.” While it is
not universally true that “what is, is
right,” yet there is a strong public senti-
ment in favor of existing institutions until
something ditferent has been very clearly
proved to be better. ‘I'he young enthus-
iast who emerges from his study, in-
spired with a desire to bring about a so-
cial or intellectual reform, will meet
with a chilling reception from what is
known as the ‘‘practical” world. If he
be a man of good sense and tact he will
soon discover that his methods must be
radically revised. He can do no better
work than trying to disseminate clearer
and broader ideas in relation to the exist-
ing state of thingsas a preparation for im-
provement and progress.

Those who are interested in the cause
of higher education for the masses would
do valuable service if they could get the
American people to abandon certain con-
ventional ideas with regard to education.

Lord Armstrong, & prominent manu-
facturer and practical scientist, presents
a suggestive thought in a recent para-
phrase of some famous lines of Shakes-
peare:

All the world’s aschool, and

All the men and women merely scholars,

Let us for a moment sweep away, in
imagination, all existing institutions
which are associated with the word *‘edu-
cation.” We have the spectacle of sixty
millions of men, women and children in
this broad land, all constitutionally entit-
led to “*life, liberty and the pursuit of
happiness”— three universally accepted
blessings. It is interesting to note the
comment of three men upon these three
things which the American people are
permitted to enjoy. Said Mr. Goschen,
in a recent speech to working men: “An
education is necessary, not only as a
means of livelihood, but as a means of
life” Richard ILovelace, the civalier
poet, sang:

If in my soul I'm free
Aungels alone, that soar above,
Enjoy such liberty.

And John Stuart Mill affirmed that un-
less higher wants were substituted for
lower among the people, tl eresulti g civi-
liz (tion would be “a more numerous but
less happy population,”

It would seem then from these senti-
ments that the higher ideal of life, of
liberty, of happiness comprehends some-
thing more than political and material
welfare. Man has two lives, one the
outward which comes in contact with the
material world, and the other the inward,
but no less real existence. The develop-
ment of this second nature, in harmony
with the first, is known as education,
and education throws new and brighter
light on “life, liberty and pursuit of hap-
piness.” %

Just here we come fuce to fuce -with
the question:

WHAT I8 EDUCATION ?

If we were attending some rural teach-
ers’ intitute, where Mr. James Wiit-
comb Riley's “Educator’” disseminates
new ideas of pedugogics, we would un-
doubtedly learn that “‘education is the
drawing out of a man's faculties, the
symmetiical development of all  his
powers.” We are cors:ous of Laving
heard something like this before, and
our practical companion is likely to men-
tion ‘‘sweetness and light” and the
“struggle after perfection,” which the
late Matthew Arnold preached so brightly
to his ‘“‘barbarian” and *‘Philistine” fei-
low countrymen. This etymological de-
finition of education is very generally
accepted; but the popular conception of
the “educated man” does not seem thor-
oughly to coincide with it. ‘T'he ‘“‘edr=
cated man” is to most people he who has
studied Greek and Latin, science, mathe-
matics, ma'aphysics and ypolitical econ-
omy. Heisa man of learning and has
stores of knowledge laid away for safe
keeping. He is a theorist rather that a
practical man of the world.

Sir Lyon Playfair and Lord Arm-
strong have been having a discussion in
the Nineteenth Century Review which
bears directly upon this subject. Lord
Armstrong presents as his ideal of edu-
cation such a development of the mental
powers as shall make a man ‘‘capable of
useful action,” and he maintains that the
maxim ‘‘knowledge is power,” needs very
careful investigation. He is willing to
admit its truth if by “knowledge” is
meant such a training of the faculties as
shall make them ¢“capable of useful ac-
tion; but if it means merely the accumu-
lation of information, he is almost ready
to say “knowledge is weakness,” so far as
active and useful life is concerned, al-
though he recognized the value and
pleasure of a well-stored®*mind.

It seems that this idea of Lord Arm-
strong’s may be harmonized with the
best view of education, and that it holds
a most attractive prospect to an active
add univers of life
people. The prejudice of those who de-
preciate the value of book learning, as it
18 called, would be disarmed by this ap-
peal for an education which shall make
people ‘“capable of useful action.” The
question resolves itself into this:

HOwW SHALL THESE SIXTY MILLIONS OF
PEOPLE BE EDUCATED?

The importance of very early training
in childhood has been recognized and ap-
preciated. The necessity for a certain
preliminary training in reading, writing
and arithmetic (the mere equipping of
men and women for the processes of edu-
cation) is recognized and provided for in
the public school system. But beyond
this point, wheve are the means provided
for education? These sixty millions of
people, although granted equal rights by
the constitution of the United States, live
under conditions far from equal. A
comparatively small percentage are en-
abled by the posession of property to avail
themselves of superior facilities; and
here we find ready, either through State
provisions or through private benefac-
tions, institutions which offer the widest
opportunity. The large majority, how-
ever, are more or less slaves of the soil
and must spend the greater part of their
time in daily labor. If inducement can
be offered to these people to develop
their powers great good will be accom-
plished, their ideas of *life’ liberty and
the pursuit of happiness” will be exalted
and the state of which they are a part
will gain strength and permanency.

This ideal of a people under ditferent
circumstances working for the same end,
their own development and improve-
ment, is an attractive one; but alas, as is
too often the case, the actual state of
affairs makes the ideal seem dim and Te-
mote. In reality this great majority are
plodding on day after day, content, as a
rule, with their share of material pros-
perity, and regarding education as a pos-
session of the few, something not within
their reach. They think of colleges and
universities as bestowing in some myster-
ious way education upon their graduates,
and as colleges and universities are be-
yond their reach, they look upon educa-
tion as an unobtainable something—a
possession of the well-to-do and the well-
born.

It would be a great incentive to them
if they could conceive of this world of
ours as one great educational institution;
if they could be fired with an ambition to
be capab’e themselves of “‘useful action ;"
if they could clearly see that mere ¢ book
knowledge” is not in itself power, but is
what the faculties accnmmulate during
their course of training; if they could be
taught to see in the everyday experiences
of their lives, sources of development
and improvement; if they could acquire
a broader knowledge of the daily work
they do, of its relation to science or art,
they would, as Sir Lyon Playfair says,
“dignify and fructify” their labor. Let
us hope that America shall soon hail a
Matthew Arnold of a more practical

turn, a man who shall preach the doc-
trine that education is possible to every
man; who shall recognize existing insti-
tutions as offering the best facilities, but
not only as the only means of obtaining
the development of the faculties; and
who shall, with his English prototype,

remind young and old that education

- S

neyer ceases, that it is not a *hayipg and
a resting,” but a “being and a becoming,”
not a ‘“dignified repose,”” but a ‘‘noble
unrest;” that no man can say he is *‘edu-
cated,” but that he is being educated.
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A PLEA FOR >THE REHABILITATION
OF BACCALAUREATE DEGREES.

The following article taken from the
New York Mail and Express, will find an
“amen”’ response in nearly all circles of
education:

In algebraic  parlance, 'lhc ex-
pressions @ b represent definite, known
quantities, but we know no expression
more variable, more unreliable, or repre-
senting a quantity so utterly unknown as
the combination A. B. as applied to grad-
uates of American colleges. The title in
itself conveys no definite idea; its value
depends entirely jupon its source. If the
degree came from Princeton, or Michi
igan, or Yale, it is a guaranty to the pub
lic that the bearer is a liberally educated
man of considerable mental attainment.
If, however, the bachelor refers to
Washoe College or the University of the
Wild West as the source of his title, the
announcement is received with a smile ot
inappreciation. The A. B. of many of
our high-sounding universities would not
qualify its owner to enter the sophomore
class of many another college whose high-
est honor was the same degree. 'T'his
fluctuating and uncertain value of the
bachelor’s degree, as well as the reckless
habit of distributing honorary degrees at
every commencement, has made the
whole subject of American degrees a by-
word and a hissing among KEuropean
scholars and in European ,universities—
properly so called. We have vulgarized
what should be titles of distinction. We
have rendered them almost meaningless.

“The principal cause of all this is plain.
It lies in the great number and the irre-
sponsibility of American educational in-
stitutions; their entire independence of
each other, and their utter lack of con-
formity to any fixed standard of mental
culture. The state of Ohio has more col-
leges authorized to confer the bachelor’s
degree than the whole of Europe. In
Europe, however, academic deg'¢2s are
so strictly guarded, the number of univer-
sities authorized to grant them so nar-
rowly lim’t :d, and the examinations for de-
grees 8o rigorous and so uniform, that a
title obtained there has in itself a mean-
ing and a value which the same degree
never confers here. We are thirty-eight
sovereign, practically independent states.
Any states may, on any conditions it
pleases, charter an unlimited number of
universities, each duly empowered to go
ahead and graduate men on their own
standard of attainment, and receive the
same titular designation.

THE REMEDY,

The acknowledged cause suggests the
only remedy. The only way to take off
the discount from American degrees is to
limit the number of institutions which
can confer them. A very few of the old-
eat and best colleges shou!d alone have
this power, and those should be held to
rigid visitation and strict accountability.

Many plans have been devised to ac-
complizh this result. Prof. Bryce, in «
magazine article some y@ars ago upon the
ideal university, proposed that a great
American unpiversity should be estab-
lished, which alone should have the
power to coufer degrees. Dr. Barnard,
of Columbia, once suggested that in this
state that power should execlusively de-
volve upon the University of the state of
New York, consisting of that worthy body
of figzureheads, the Regents, possessirg a
charter and a chancellor, but no faculty,
students or property. Dr. McCosh, iu
his inaugural address twenty years ago,
advised that the colleges of each state
pool their prerogatives as to granting
degrees and unite to form a great state
university which should assume that
function. Any of these schemes would
tend to centralize the degree-conferring
power and render it easier of regulation
and control.

THE DARTMOUTH COLLEGE DECISION,

It may be too late to remedy the evil by
legislation. Under the decision of the
United States Supreme Court in the cele.
brated Dartmouth College case, which
Daniel Webster wrung from a hostile
bench in favor of his almma mater by the
sheer force of his tremendous oratory, on
on a law point suggested by a parson, and
which Webster himself regarded as a
forlorn hope, it is doubtful if the Legis-
lature of any state could successfully re-
voke from a college it had chartered any
privilege granted in its charter. That
decision was to the effect that a college
charter was a contract within the mean-
ing of the Constitution of the United
States, and that state legislation which
impaired the obligation of such a contract
was null and void. It is questionable if
this is good law to-day, but it is certain
that any attempt to cut down by legisla-
tive enactment the powers once vested in
a chartered institution would meet with
forcible resistance.

How, then, is reliefto come? We be-
lieve it could be attained, not by the at-
tempted revocation of charter powers, but
by mutual arrangement and concession.
A convention of the college presidents of
the United States should be called, and
frankly discuss this growing evil. They
perhaps could agree on;the following plan:

each state thercupon designate, two ex-
isting colleges in each state which alone
should retain the power of conferring the
baccalaureate degree. A high standard
of examination should be prescribed by
this body, which should be uniform all
over the country, and equal to or higher
than the present graduating standard of
the best colleges in the land. This
would give a uniform test of proficiency,
and should be rigidly maintained. To
these two baccalaureate colleges the
students from all the other institutions in
the state would come to be examined for
their bachelor's degree. The man from
Cornell or Harvard would pass, while the
man from Washoe College would fail.
This scheme would not only tend to re-
store the value and distinction of the de-
gree of Bachelor of Arts, but would
steadily tend to raise the standard of the
colleges whose diploma failed to entitle
its holder to a degree. The examina-
tions should be open to both sexes. The
same colleges should be authorized to
award the degree of A. M. after three
vear's subsequent training in a liberal
profession, upon an advanced, prescribed
and uniform examination, thus giving to
the master’s degree also a value and dig-
nity at present unknown to it.

This method would not necessarily
affect the prestige or prosperity of any
college which might resiyn its privilege
of conferring degrees. Their students
would still receive their diplomas, which
would pass current for just what they
were worth, and its holders would not
receive the decoration of A. B. unless
preparation had been sufficient to earn it.
The uncertain and variable value of the
designation would disappear, and it wonld
be elevated to the grade of merit which
the same designation represents in the
European universitics. It would then
mean, as it does not always now, that the
bachelor of arts had received such thor-
ough discipline, and had acquired such
proficiency in the study of the classics,

literature, history, science, arts, lan-
guages, rhetoric, mathematics and phil-

osophy as properly to entitle him to a
standing among educated men of any
nation in the world.

Summary of the Week.

THE NEWS FROM ALL PARTS.

CONGRESSIONAL.

Second Session,

IN the Senate the Tar ff bill was further dis-
cussed on the 18th. Bills were introduced for
the reorganization and increased efficiency of
the navy, for the establishment of a pure-
food division of the Department of Agriculture,
and to remove the political disabilities of Har-
riet H. Robinson, of Middlesex County, Mass.,
and to declare her a citizen of the United
States, with all the rights and powers of cit-
izenship, including the privilege of voting or
being voted for....In the House the Military
Academy bill appropriating $000,000 was re-
ported, and the General Appropriation bill,
carrying nearly £21,000,000, was passed. A bill
was also passed to increase the pension of
Jacob Rogers, one hundred and five years old.

THE House bill incorporating the American
Historical Association was passed in the Sen-
ate on the 10th. The remainder of the
session was occupied in discussing the Tarift
bill. A resolution was introduced ‘‘that the
Government of the United States will look
with disapproval upon any connection of any
European Government with the construction
or control of any ship canal across the Isthmus
of Darien or across Central America."....In
the House another bill to prevent the corrupt
use of money at elections was introduoced.
It was announced that the Territorial bills
would not be called up for consideration until
January 15. The River and Harbor bill was
considered.

THE Sonate discussed the Tariff bill on the
20th, ana all the private pension bills on the
calendar (ninety in number) were passed, also
the bill opening abandoned military reserva-
tions in Nevada, A bill was introduced to pay
to soldiers of the late war who were pros
moted while serving their terms of enlistment
the bounty they would have been entitled to
had they not been promoted. A resolution
was offerod for the aprointment of a select
committee of thirteen to inquire into the state
of suffrage throughout the United States....
In the House the time was occupied in consid-
ering the River and Harbor bill.

IN the United States Senate on the 21st a bill
was introduced making it a crime against the
United States, punishable with severe pen-
alty, for any person to offer or receive a bribe
for a vote cast at any Presidential or Congres-
sional election. The Public Printing Defici-
ency bill (163,000) was passcd. After debate on
the Tariff bill an adjournment was taken to
January 2....In the House the time was oc-
cupied in committee of the whole in discuss-
fag the Nicaragua Canal bill. Adjourned to
January 2,

the 18th by Governor Hill.

A NEGRO who shot and fatally wounded
Captain Duunavant on the 18th near Chat-
tanooga, Tenn., was caught and lynched.

A rirg on the 18th at Iron Mountain,
Mich., burned the business portion of the
town before it was controlled.

A rire on the 18th at Manchester, Kan,,
destroyed the school building, post-office
and several business houses.

TaE corner-stone of the Good Samaritan
Hospital for colored people at Charlotte,
N. C., was laid on the 18th.

TarEr men, named Johnson, Oaks and
Dockey, were drowned on the 18th while
crossing from Iroquois, Ont., to the Amer-
ican side of the river.

Cray KeLLy, agad five years, was in-
stantly killed by a grip car in Kansas City
on the 18th. His mother was ill, and the
shock of the news threw her into convul-
sions, from the effects of which she died.

Tue finances of Indiana were on the 18th
said to be ina bad way, and the State
Treasurer announced that the Legislature
would have to borrow about $2 000,000 to
meet expenses during the next two years,

MeMORIAL services in honor of General
Sheridan were held at Boston on the 18th
under the auspices of the city, General F.
A. Walker delivering the eulogy.

Brceause his wife had threatened to leave
him after frequent quarrels Stephen Mead,
of Cain, Nen., killed her on the 18th and
then killed himself, leaving their four
small children orphans.

MaxvurACTURERS of indurated fiber goods
in Lockport, N. Y., and Portland, Me.,
formed & trust on the 18th, with a capital
stock of §500,000.

A PANTHER, supposed to have escaped
from a menagerie, was preying upon stock
in Southern Wisconsin on the 18th.

A STATEMENTOn the 18th showed that the
Secret Service Pepartment of tha Govern.
ment during the past year captured $2,-
117,523 in counterfeit money, eighty-five
plates, forty dies, forty-six molds and a
large quantity of other counterfeiting
paraphernalia. During the year only two
counterfeit notes made their appearance,
both being silver certificates.

Tae fourth annual meeting of the Na-
tional Indian Defense Association was held
in Washington on the 18th, and Rev. Alex-
ander Kent was re-elected president.

AT a mass meeting of German Evangel-
ists in New York on the 18th a crusade
was inaugurated against the power of the
Roman Catholic church in the United
States.

A wWiND-sTORM on the 18th unroofed near-
ly every house in Emporia, Va., and in
Surry County barns, fences and chimneys
were blown down and trees uprooted. In
South Carolina thousands of dellars worth
of property was destroyed in the Cumber-
land Valley.

Tee residence of Charles Wilhite, at
Haughville, Ind., was wrecked on the 19th
by an explosion of natural gas, and Mrs,
Wilhite was fatally injured.

SaMUueL SmiTH and a man who refused
to give his name were arrested at New-
point, Ind., on the 19th for passing counter-
feit money. They attempted to throw
away over one hundred dollars of the stuff,

Naxcy, wife of David Harris, a German
farmer residing near Brazil, Ind., gave
birth to three boy babies on the 10th. The
mother is but fifteen years old.

Wirriam Tomes, deputy postmaster at
Hampton, Ia., disappeared on the 19th,
leaving a shortage of fifteen hundred dol-
lars in his acccunts.

TrE watermelon-growers of South Caro-
lina and several other Southern States
formed a trust on the 19th.

Tee steamer Trave, which left New
York on the 19th for Europe, took out
$1,000,000 in specie.

Tae White Caps on the 19th tore down
the saloon of John Messamore at Rawson,
Q., pouring the liquor into the gutter.

Mrs. Myers, wife of Dr. Myers, of
Stevens Point, Wis,, shot herself with
fatal effect on the 19th. Family disagree-
ments caused her suicide. She was twenty
years old.

A FIRE on the 19th at Russell, Kan., de-
stroyed a number of business houses. -

Tre State Geologist said on the 19th
that the natural gas area of Indiana was
165 miles long and sixty-five miles wide,
and contained 381 paying wells. The ag-
gregate flow of gas was (00,000,000 feet.
There were seventy-nine manufactories
with a combined capital of $4 500,000 and
employing fifty-eight hundred men.
